a. Plug-in Installation 

Goto Plug-in > Add New. Either Search CF7-MultiUpload and install or if you have the plug-in zip 

already downloaded on your computer then browse the plug-in zip file stored on your 

computer. 
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Once the plug-in has been activated it will automatically gives an add-on button called

a. Plug-in Options 

When you click the multi upload button to add it to the contact form 7, an option window popup 

showing: 

1. Required field  checkbox (to make it a mandatory field) 

2. Name (Giving a custom name for identification) 

3. ID attribute (if you want to give an id to this field then this is the option for) 

4. Class attribute (give a class to the upload field) 

5. Acceptable file types (you will permit the file types extension to be added through this upload)
